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This venue features the European beauty of
white-based art nouveau and a lively open kitchen.
The spatial design that Goichi Takeda created

has been harmonized with the colonial design

that appeared in the early 20th century and
adopted by prestigious hotels in Asian countries,
giving the venue a sophisticated dignity

in a composed atmosphere.
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
